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Ceal Floyer’s beguiling
low-key work is full

of smart visual puns
and gentle absurdities.
Take Things, a2009
installation being
reconfigured for this
London show, where a
single word “Things” is
the only short, lonely
sample from a pop song
to emanate from empty
plinths in a bare gallery.
This witty, less-is-more

conceptualism is typical
of the Berlin-based
artist who works a very
subtle sleight of hand on
mundane phenomena.
The corner of a white
gallery wall curling like

a piece of paper and

an image of a Bonsai
projected to full tree-size
rank among her previous
reworkings, realised
with a canny mix of
deadpan literalism and
imagination. Far more
than mere gags, her
creations draw attention
to reality to make you
look and think again. ss
