there is what
looks like an unassuming
portrait of a woman, slightly
downhearted, yet grand. A
closer look brings the realisation
that you are looking at Portrait
of a Worian by Paul Cézanne,
the Post-Impressionist Master,
of art school dreams.

Brought by New York-based
gallery L&M Arts, the work is
one of the last great portraits
by Cézanne in private hands.
Sukanya Rajaratnam of the
gallery explained, “Portraits were
always in his career but always

became a real focus toward the
end of hiscareer. We believe
this woman to be Madame
Bremond, who was Cézanne's
caretaker towards the end of
his life. As everyone knows, he
became quite a recluse, moved
to his family estate in Provence
and separated from his wife.
This woman became the most
important figure in his life.”
The subject of the work is also
inherent to his work, as'in his
practice of portrmturc > he Would
almost always paint domiestic
servants from his estate but
would give them, in the words
of Rajaratnam “a wonderful,
dignified treatment.” The

work has two other versions
that pmplé';hink were of the
same sitter (which Rajaratnam
disagrees with) that are at'the
Musee d’Orsay and the Barnes
Foundation. “Late in his life,
Rembrandt — whom Cézanne
always worshipped —became
a huge inspiration. And this
portrait has that quality about it
in terms of its melancholy and
meditative-feel along with the
colours,” adds Rajaratnam.

The only Cézanne at the fair
rings in at $13 million. Not pocket
change by any means, but it is
pointed out that portraits by
Cézanne's have sold for $16-21
million in the last decade. B
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
